If You’re Pondering on the Resurrection …………… Consider these accounts  

To the Disciples in the Upper Room: Jesus' appearances to His disciples in the 
upper room, where He shows them His wounds and eats with them, are pivot-
al. These moments, described in Luke 24:36-49 and John 20:19-23, reinforce the 
physical reality of the resurrection and Jesus' peace to those who were fearful 
and uncertain. 

To Thomas and the Other Disciples: Perhaps one of the most famous encoun-
ters is with Doubting Thomas (John 20:24-29), who insists on seeing Jesus' 
wounds before believing in His resurrection. This appearance speaks profoundly 
about faith, doubt, and the blessedness of those who believe without seeing.
